Application Guidelines

The Junior League of Buffalo (JLB) Community Assistance Small Grants Program applauds community organizations and programs that support our focus area, Families-At-Risk, with a special concentration on Female heads of households1.  The Community Assistance Small Grants Committee earmarked two out of the seven Community Assistance Small Grant awards toward non-profit organizations that directly engage and support the Junior League of Buffalo’s Community Impact focus area of Families-At-Risk:  Female heads of households living in poverty1.      
We encourage you to apply for a grant with up to a maximum award of $1,000 (Note that food and salaries are not appropriate budget expenditures under this program).  Please provide the following information (in the order listed) as it pertains to your organization.  A maximum of three (3) typewritten or computer-generated pages (single-sided,) should address the information required in Part A.  In addition, please attach the documents as required in Part B and complete the enclosed Cover Page with your application package.

PART A:
Organization and Program Information (max. 3 pages)

1. Organizational Background:  Include your agency’s mission, a brief history of the organization (date established etc.), prior experience and accomplishments;

2. Program/Project Information:  Prepare a description which addresses the following:  community need for this project, proposed activities and actions, project timetable, goals and objectives of the program/project and the specific purpose for which the funds will be used;

3. Program/Project Budget:  Indicate specific breakdown of how funds will be used and include other funding sources for this program/project – please include detailed information on projected expenditures with JLB funds;

4. Outcomes and Evaluation:  Discuss specific outcomes expected for this program/project and the way in which these projected outcomes will be evaluated; and,

5. Community Impact and Recognition:  Please describe how this program/project addresses the Junior League of Buffalo’s current focus are of Families-At-Risk, the number of people these funds will help and how the JLB will be recognized for funds that may be obtained from this grant request.
